a. Dean’s office support for Endowed                                                Jason/Hellyer

      Scholarship and Banquet 


Dr Hellyer:  Clarity to funding issue from Dean’s Office about Jr/Sr Banquet.  Cost of banquet has increase over the years.  Endowed scholarships are optional for classes to participate in.  A minimum of $25000 in a 5 year period is needed to maintain a scholarship.  Dean’s Office would like SCAVMA to take a role in helping advertise these scholarships.  The Dean’s Office will contribute $5000 to a scholarship fund and is open to giving more money upon approval of a request (a one-time request).  Dean’s Office hopes SCAVMA will talk about the scholarship and promote the idea to classes.  Post something on web, meet class officers and see if they are interested in participating in a scholarship.  SCAVMA to make info known to classes, no financial contribution is required.
This is separate from the Sr. banquet.  The Dean wants a more permanent group to oversee the Sr banquet.  SCAVMA would be used as a pass through to hand down funds from the Dean’s Office and to guide/inform students of policies and requirements that need to be met.  Dean’s Office gives $5000 to the Sr banquet each year.  Remind Jrs and Srs that any signed agreements between these classes does not involve the Dean’s Office or CVMBS.  This would only require SCAVMA to be used as a liaison to transfer funds.  There is no liability to SCAVMA.  Support from the Dean’s Office to financially aid the banquet needs to be requested from SCAVMA on behalf of the class.  This money will not be used for alcohol and a budget will need to be provided to ensure these funds are used as directed.
*Motion to approve the endowed scholarship request from the Dean’s office.

*Amended motion:  SCAVMA will be used as a pass through organization for a trial run with Heska to only pass out information, not to be involved in interviews or resume gathering or any other extensive information. Jason will bring feedback on this to the next meeting and it will be reevaluated.
