SPRING/SUMMER 2010

Each semester, SCAVMA sets money aside to help students obtain unique extracurricular experiences.  Your SCAVMA board will determine awards based on the “uniqueness” of the opportunity and the quality of the application. The experience must be something that you cannot effectively learn at CSU.  In addition, funded experiences are typically not organized by one of the student clubs, but rather something you plan on your own.  Priority is given to experiences in underserved areas of veterinary medicine.  To apply for these funds, each student must fill out the attached application and submit it to the SCAVMA board by Friday February 26th.  

As a condition of the award, grant recipients will be required to report on their experience in one of the following ways:
- Write an article with pictures to be posted on the SCAVMA website 
- Give a presentation at the CVMBS research day

- Give a presentation at the UEO Symposium 

- Give a presentation at another SCAVMA-approved event.  
If you are awarded financial support and do not follow through with your article or presentation by the date of the Symposium following your activity, your SCAVMA membership will be suspended until you complete your article or presentation.  If you are awarded money but your experience is cancelled, you are expected to notify SCAVMA of the cancellation and return the money.

· The deadline to request funding is Friday Feb. 26th for Spring/
· Summer 2010.
· Spring/Summer 2010 applicants will be notified of their award status by early April.
